Paul Bashor President’s Report:
· The Highland lease is up in 2 years, and will be working with them for the future lease
· Highland will begin work on the North dike but will not have to drain the lake to do so
· Please follow the rules, and please reread the rules so we are all informed of the rules. (#10 and #26 are to be voted on amending) 
· The north docks are still available to be sold, there are 3-20’ and 2-16’. If anyone knows of someone interested, please let the board know. 
· There was a big hole found in one of the floats on the straight docks (most likely a nose of a jet ski) so we are asking that if something/anything happens please let the board know so we can get things fixed
· Please remember that all members are responsible for helping keep the docks in the water. If the water is going down, please help to push them out so they don’t get beached
· Please remove any and all trash that you bring in each weekend, this is not our property, and we don’t want to lose our privileges with Highland due to us not respecting it.

· Please have common courtesy when parking and camping. All vehicles should be parked behind the camping area, not by your campers. The field behind the porta potties can be used for parking and camping if needed
· If you are bringing water toys, floats etc. out to the lake the kids are going to think they are free game to play on. If you don’t want them to be a community use, then please keep track of them. Please also advise your kids to ask permission before getting on or using anything that is not yours
Jared Trembath Treasurer’s Report:
· Floats have been purchased to build 7 new docks for the upcoming season
· Porta-a-pots are secured and will go in before lake clean-up 2026
. Upon proper motion Treasurer Jared Trembath report is accepted and approved. 

Lesley Melichar’s Secretary’s Report:
· Lake clean-up will be the weekend of April 11th and 12th, 2026
· The board reviews all new membership applications and votes in February. If you have people sending in applications, they must be received by 12-15-2025, to be considered. If they have applied before they can put that in the upper righthand corner for consideration.
· Reminder that lake dues and all insurance documentation for watercraft and the $1million liability are due by December 31st, 2025, via the PO Box or email (there is a 1-month grace period on that until January 31st, 2026-if not received by January 31st, 2026 your membership will be reviewed by the board)

**Brett and Katie Davies membership status:

It was brought to our attention on Sunday, September 14, 2025, that Brett and his son Joquin entered the lake, went over the north dike and shot a deer with a muzzle loader by the bone yard.

The actions that were taken on Sunday, September 14th, 2025, of big game hunting broke the following rules of YRA:

#26-Hunting

No firearms except during legal small game season, then only shotguns. Limit for game in accordance with State limit per license. No target practice will be allowed. A hunting chairman appointed by the board shall be in charge of blind placements and all blinds shall be approved by him. (This has since been amended)
At that time the board proceeded with 2 special meetings and on 9-19-2025 we voted unanimously to terminate their membership per Rule #10.

We were notified on or around 10-9-2025 by certified letter that the Davies family was rejecting our decision for termination and wanted to be heard. At that time, we obtained legal representation to figure out where we stood and to have no communication with the Davies family while he worked through things.
We were then notified by Katie on 11-3-2025 that legal action was going to be taken within 5 days towards the YRA membership and each individual board member if we did not reinstate her membership and status as a board member. (We found out through the non-profit law with her being an officer on the board (VP) we could not terminate her as a board member; it must be a special meeting with the board to hear her side)

On 11-7-2025 we were advised by our legal counsel to go ahead and re-instate her, have her come to the board meeting on 11-12-2025 and hear her out. Notice was sent to the board on 11-10-2025 of the board meeting on 11-12-2025 to set agenda for the Annual meeting and that she would be joining and that she was re-instated as a member and board officer.

The board was brought together on 11-12-2025, including Katie to set the agenda for the Annual Membership meeting on 11-19-2025. We worked on all the things that needed to be done and then gave Katie the table to talk. She explained what happened that day in detail as we listened. We then came to the decision that she would resign from the board immediately and that the Davies YRA membership would be suspended from 11-12-2025 to 12-31-2026. Within that suspension it is stated that the Davies family are not allowed on YRA property, even as a guest, they are not allowed at the annual meeting or lake clean-up but still need to pay their annual dues of $1650, the $250 fine for lake cleanup day and any other fees that may be assessed through 2026 in order to continue their membership obligations. She agreed and signed a formal notice drawn up from the lawyer. She also advised us at that time that all legal action was put to rest.
Please understand that we as the board have done the best we know how. We did not want a black eye with Highland Ditch Company or cause any problems with our current lease or future one. We did our best for the membership so we can all still enjoy our time at YRA. With that, we still are not sure if there will be a special assessment of the lawyer fees. You will be advised as soon as we know anything.
